Here’s how schools can get involved!  
Note: There are no fees associated with student/school participation.
1.  Student Exhibit: If your students have prepared an environmentally themed Science Fair exhibit, please feel free to set up at Earth Festival to share this work with members of the public!  This is a wonderful opportunity for students to gain public 
speaking skills by interacting with interested residents to share their findings.  If a previously prepared exhibit is not available, feel free to create or design something particularly for the event!  Exhibits should be presented by students with a teacher representative. 2.  Submit Student Art Work: Students who create environmentally themed or influenced art work can submit their creations for display at Earth Festival.  Art work should be labeled with students’ first name, (last name optional), school name, grade 
level & teacher name.

3.  Submit Student Writing: Students can prepare a written paper about their environmental concerns or a case statement about an environmental issue. Work submitted should be labeled with students’ first name, (last name optional), school name, grade 
level & teacher name.

4.  Student Workshop Presentation:   Students are invited to share their expertise about an environmental topic or ways to conserve natural resources to small groups of attendees in a classroom setting.  A great opportunity for a “how to” workshop!
